Teams can promote positive culture, but character development is shared between coaches, swimmers, and families.

7. Progress Is a Shared Responsibility
Parents can expect coaches to:
· Teach, guide, and provide feedback

Parents and swimmers must also:
· Support regular attendance
· Encourage effort and recovery
· Reinforce healthy habits outside the pool
Swimming success is built on alignment between home and team, not just practice hours.

8. Meets Are Part of Learning
